Coronectomy
There are risks associated with the extraction of wisdom teeth from the lower jaw. Having had the opportunity to review your scan, I think you are higher than normal risk of complication due to the close relationship of the tips of your tooth roots and an adjacent nerve canal. As this nerve is responsible for providing feeling to your teeth, gums and lower lip on this side and damage to it can result in numbness, tingling or pain, in some cases permanently, I would not recommend a full extraction. 

Recent studies have demonstrated a reduction in surgical risk is possible by selectively removing the top of the tooth and leaving in place the tips of the roots. Healing & post operative discomfort are similar to a 'normal' wisdom tooth extraction, and in 9 out of 10 cases no further intervention was needed. Your gum will grow back, and cover over the remaining tooth sections, so it will look and feel as though your whole tooth has been removed. If further intervention is needed, the root tips are likely to have migrated into an easier to remove & lower risk position, making the procedure both easier and lower risk. This is termed a coronectomy.
