Surgical Extractions

Most extractions will be sore for 2 - 5 days and take around 10 - 14 days to heal over, though your bone will take longer (3 - 4 months). I will give you a copy of our post operative advice sheet at your appointment and please follow the instructions!

 If your extraction socket seems to take longer than this to heal, or if after initially improving, seems to get worse again please call back and let us see. Similarly, we expect there to be some blood in your spit for the rest of the day, if this is not controlled by the advice on our post operative instruction sheet and you are concerned, please give us a ring. This may be because your clot has failed to form or food debris has become trapped which can be easily dealt with, though is more common in patients who smoke or have other medical problems. We would rather you contact us and we reassure you all is well than leave you worrying that something is wrong.

We will remove this tooth and whilst this may pop out in one piece, we anticipate needing to use a more complex extraction technique. This would involve pushing part of your gum out of the way, then drilling away a small amount of bone before lifting out the rest of the tooth. You are likely to have a salty taste (we will be using surgical saline), and feel levels of vibration (but not pain), similar to when undergoing a filling. You would normally have 1 or 2 sutures placed to assist with your healing. Whilst these may be dissolvable we would remove these 5 - 7 days later.
